03. SCOPE OF USE AND LIMITATIONS
Specific design requirements for Tudor Tiles:
» Minimum roof pitch 15°
- Roof underlay is mandatory for any roof:
- receiving discharge from a spreader,
- on a skillion roof,
- on roofs in wind zone Very High or Extra High, or
- where roof pitch is below 20
however highly recommended in all installations.
