These notices must be legible English and in any other languages as may be necessary, and must
indicate at least that the water in use is "Reclaimed Water - Unfit for Drinking".

04.8 A visible marker must be installed in both the Decant Pond and the Sedimentation Pond that indicates the
volume in each pond available for storage of runoff from the catchment for a rain event of 50 mm rainfall over a
5-day period.

04.9 At all times the marker in either the Decant Pond or the Sedimentation Pond must be visible except where 50
mm or more of rain has fallen at the premises in the immediately preceding consecutive 5-day period.

04.10 The licensee must take all practical measures to avoid or minimise total suspended solids or turbidity
contained in any discharges allowable under Condition L3.4.

O5 Processes and management

05.1 The licensee must ensure that any liquid and/or non liquid waste generated and/or stored at the premises is
assessed and classified in accordance with the EPA Waste Classification Guidelines as in force from time to
time.

b) If discharge from Point 7 is the result of an overflow from the Sedimentation Pond, frequency of testing for
pH, conductivity and turbidity remain in accordance with M2.3.

Testing methods - load limits

Samples taken pursuant to a requirement in this licence to monitor the volume, mass or concentration of
pollutants, must be analysed and reported in accordance with the laboratory accreditation requirements set
out in section 2.1.3 of the Load Calculation Protocol.

The Load Calculation Protocol is the Protocol referred to in clause 15 of the Protection of the Environment
Operations (General) Regulation 2021. A copy of the Protocol was published in the Government Gazette on
25 June 1999 and can be purchased from the EPA or viewed at http://www.environment.nsw.gov.au.

Testing methods - concentration limits

Monitoring for the concentration of a pollutant emitted to the air required to be conducted by this licence must
be done in accordance with:

a) any methodology which is required by or under the Act to be used for the testing of the concentration of the
pollutant; or

b) if no such requirement is imposed by or under the Act, any methodology which a condition of this licence
requires to be used for that testing; or

c) if no such requirement is imposed by or under the Act or by a condition of this licence, any methodology
approved in writing by the EPA for the purposes of that testing prior to the testing taking place.

Subiject to any express provision to the contrary in this licence, monitoring for the concentration of a pollutant
discharged to waters or applied to a utilisation area must be done in accordance with the Approved Methods
Publication unless another method has been approved by the EPA in writing before any tests are conducted.

The Protection of the Environment Operations (Clean Air) Regulation 2021 requires testing for certain
purposes to be conducted in accordance with test methods contained in the publication "Approved Methods
for the Sampling and Analysis of Air Pollutants in NSW".
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Testing methods - load limits

Division 3 of the Protection of the Environment Operations (General) Regulation 2021 requires that
monitoring of actual loads of assessable pollutants listed in L2.2 must be carried out in accordance with the
relevant load calculation protocol set out for the fee-based activity classification listed in the Administrative
Conditions of this licence.

Weather monitoring

The licensee must install and maintain a rainfall depth measuring device in accordance with Method AM-4
specified in the EPA document titled ‘Approved Methods for the Sampling and Analysis of Air Pollutants in
NSW’.

Rainfall at the premises must be measured and recorded in millimetres per 24 hour period,
tthe same time each day.

The rainfall monitoring data collected in accordance with Condition M7.1 can be used to determine the daily
rainfall at the premises and for calculating the total rainfall over any five day period.

For each monitoring point specified in the table below, the licensee must monitor the parameter specified in
Column 1. The licensee must use the sampling method, units of measure, averaging period and sample at the
frequency, specified opposite in the other columns.

Recording of pollution complaints

The licensee must keep a legible record of all complaints made to the licensee or any employee or agent of
the licensee in relation to pollution arising from any activity to which this licence applies.

The record must include details of the following:

a) the date and time of the complaint;

b) the method by which the complaint was made;

c) any personal details of the complainant which were provided by the complainant or, if no such details were
provided, a note to that effect;

d) the nature of the complaint;

e) the action taken by the licensee in relation to the complaint, including any follow-up contact with the
complainant; and

f) if no action was taken by the licensee, the reasons why no action was taken.

The record of a complaint must be kept for at least 4 years after the complaint was made.

The record must be produced to any authorised officer of the EPA who asks to see them.
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M7 Telephone complaints line

M7.1 The licensee must operate during its operating hours a telephone complaints line for the purpose of receiving
any complaints from members of the public in relation to activities conducted at the premises or by the vehicle
or mobile plant, unless otherwise specified in the licence.

M7.2 The licensee must notify the public of the complaints line telephone number and the fact that it is a complaints
line so that the impacted community knows how to make a complaint.

M7.3 The preceding two conditions do not apply until 3 months after: the date of the issue of this licence.

b) in relation to the revocation of the licence - the date from which notice revoking the licence operates.

The Annual Return for the reporting period must be supplied to the EPA via eConnect EPA or by registered
post not later than 60 days after the end of each reporting period or in the case of a transferring licence not
later than 60 days after the date the transfer was granted (the 'due date').

Where the licensee is unable to complete a part of the Annual Return by the due date because the licensee
was unable to calculate the actual load of a pollutant due to circumstances beyond the licensee's control, the
licensee must notify the EPA in writing as soon as practicable, and in any event not later than the due date.
The notification must specify:

a) the assessable pollutants for which the actual load could not be calculated; and

b) the relevant circumstances that were beyond the control of the licensee.

The licensee must retain a copy of the Annual Return supplied to the EPA for a period of at least 4 years after
the Annual Return was due to be supplied to the EPA.

Within the Annual Return, the Statements of Compliance must be certified and the Monitoring and Complaints
Summary must be signed by:

a) the licence holder; or

b) by a person approved in writing by the EPA to sign on behalf of the licence holder.

The term "reporting period" is defined in the dictionary at the end of this licence. Do not complete the Annual
Return until after the end of the reporting period.

An application to transfer a licence must be made in the approved form for this purpose.

Notification of environmental harm

Notifications must be made by telephoning the Environment Line service on 131 555.

The licensee must provide written details of the notification to the EPA within 7 days of the date on which they
became aware of the incident.

The licensee or its employees must notify all relevant authorities of incidents causing or threatening material
harm to the environment immediately after the person becomes aware of the incident in accordance with the
requirements of Part 5.7 of the Act.

Where an authorised officer of the EPA suspects on reasonable grounds that:

a) where this licence applies to premises, an event has occurred at the premises; or

d) the name, address and business hours telephone number of every other person (of whom the licensee is
aware) who witnessed the event, unless the licensee has been unable to obtain that information after making
reasonable effort;

e) action taken by the licensee in relation to the event, including any follow-up contact with any complainants;
f) details of any measure taken or proposed to be taken to prevent or mitigate against a recurrence of such an
event; and

g) any other relevant matters.

The EPA may make a written request for further details in relation to any of the above matters if it is not

satisfied with the report provided by the licensee. The licensee must provide such further details to the EPA
within the time specified in the request.
